One time, my friend’s family didn’t provide anything but a plate-load of
peanut butter and jelly sandwiches.

But the beautiful thing about these picnics was that when you put all this food together,
sharing 1t like that, everyone felt as rich as could be.

And the peanut butter and jelly sandwiches disappeared, along with most of the rest of the
food.

There’s a lesson here. It’s probably fair to say that most of us want to give to the Lord what
we can, and we’d like to bring our finest. After all, look what God brings to the table! God has
the food table overflowing with everything rich and blessed and desirable. There are plates
overflowing with grace, mercy, faith and wisdom and much more.

And what do I have? Sandwiches!

But when it’s put together, it’s amazing. This reminds us that when we get together with God
to do something, the result will often be surprising.
