Scripture Reading: Matthew 11:2-11

Those who seek greatness should forget greatness and seek truth,
and they will find both. —Horace Mann
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Do you remember the expression, “She’s the real McCoy!”? This used to be a very popular
way to say that someone was genuine and authentic. What you “see is what you get.”

The origins of this phrase are shrouded in mystery. It might come from the Scottish
expression, “The real MacKay,” which appears as early as 1856. Writer Robert Louis
Stevenson, a Scotsman, mentions the phrase in a letter written in 1883.

But the intent behind the phrase was raised centuries earlier when a man imprisoned unjustly
sent word to Jesus of Nazareth — a note that asked him, in effect, if he was “the real McCoy.”

~“Are you the one or are we to wait for another?” asks John the Baptist in verse 3 of today’s
Bible reading. Clearly, this question reflects a certain level of doubt Who can blame him? He’s
in prison. And when you’re in prison, you doubt and second-guess everything.

Don’t we do the same when we feel trapped and tied down with insufferable responsibilities
and burdens? Don’t we then ask, “God, is this what you promised? Is this what you want for
me, or is there another path I can take?”

Jesus reminded John that “the blind receive their sight, the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed,
the deaf hear, the dead are raised, and the poor have good news brought to them” (v. 5). John
the Baptist needed a few words of encouragement. Jesus gave him an answer that no doubt
encouraged him, but should encourage us as well.
