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Sanctuary Microphones

We have new microphones in the sanctuary, which we will be experimenting with placement over the next few weeks. They
are primarily intended for the worshipers at home to be able to hear the bell choir and chancel choir on the live stream and phone
stream. With an average of over 100 people weekly watching or listening online, the majority of our worship attendance continues
to be by those joining us virtually.

If we exceed the $700, the remainder will go to our AV Fund for
ongoing technology upgrades in the sanctuary.
